BARN RULES
Crestone is a safety-comes-first barn that maintains a reasonable set of industry-standard rules to ensure the safety of all people and horses at the facility. Barn rules are posted in the barn and all riders and visitors are required to be familiar with the barn rules. The rules are as follows:
No horse may be removed into a stall or paddock without permission from Crestone Farms Management.  An information card must be posted on the stall front for any horse that is staying over night.  Boarding agreement and Information Sheet must also be completed for any horse staying at Crestone Farms overnight.

You are responsible for cleaning up after yourself and your horse:

· Sweep your grooming area and dispose of properly in trash or muck bucket

· Do not sweep dirt or manure into the aisles: use a rake, broom to keep aisles tidy.

· Always pick up manure left behind by your horse in the aisles or driveways.

· Do not leave bottles, trash or manure behind when using the wash rack.

· If a boarder habitually leaves tack/brushes/etc. out to be cleaned up by someone else, we may implement additional "clean up" charges, as warranted. We are all grown ups (or have our parents with us at the stables), and we should all know how to clean up after ourselves. Having to clean up after anyone takes time away from lessons/training, etc., and costs money in the long run. Thus you can see how if everyone pitches in, this will be a much easier job for everyone involved.

All vehicles must be parked in the designated area outside the gates.  Trailers must be parked in the designated area.  The speed limit at Crestone farms is 10MPH.  When unloading or loading horses, you are responsible for doing so in a safe manner.  Please clean up shavings and manure from the unloading area.  Management permission is needed to leave vehicles or trailers overnight. Farriers and veterinarians may park at the front of the barns.  Please keep this area accessible at all times.
Smoking is not allowed on the property; Please do not smoke whilst riding your horse. 
Please treat the office and tack room with care, tidy up after yourself.   Please do not hang tack, sheets, and blankets on arena or fence rails.

· Do not help yourself to feed, shavings.  Our staff is responsible for feeding and bedding.  This goes for everyone.  
· You may NOT bring dogs to Crestone Farms without permission from the management.  Be aware of the Crestone Dogs and do not let them out of the gates or off the property.

· Please do not pet any horse that does not belong to you.

· No one under 16 years old is allowed unless accompanied by a parent/guardian. Please keep all children under control.
·  Climbing gates, fences, rock throwing, chasing dogs, playing in hay, etc. is not permitted at any time!

· No guests are allowed to ride unless they sign in and sign a liability release.   You are responsible for the behavior of y0our guests, and they need to follow all barn rules as well..
· No one under 16 years old is allowed in pastures at any time. 

· NEVER use or handle anyone's horse, tack, etc. without explicit permission to do so! 

· Currently, we are not charging for horse trailer storage for full boarders. Please keep all trailers in their assigned spaces at the very back of the second driveway.

When Leading a Horse:

· Do not lead more than one at a time.  Lead the horse at a walk only.

· It is not permitted to ride a horse in the barn, even with someone leading you.

· Do not lead a horse underneath a crosstie.  You must wait for someone to undo one side and move the horse for you.  Use caution when passing other ponies.

· Do not leave your horse unattended in the aisles, or in the crossties.  You are responsible for tying your horse I a safe manner.  If your horse becomes loose on the property, you will be held responsible for any damage done.

When riding a horse: 

· Horses being ridden or to be ridden have right of way over horses being longed.

· Never mount a horse in the barn aisles or when cross-tied.

· Avoid interrupting lessons.  You may share the arena, but please be considerate of the lesson in progress.  Do not endanger the less experienced riders or green horses.

· Keep your horse under control at all times.  Hazardous behavior will not be tolerated.
· Riders must yield right of way to other horses moving at faster gates (speeds).
· Riders passing in opposite directions must follow the left-to-left rule whereby riders pass on the right side of one another with their left shoulders closest to the other rider.
· No jumping of horses without trainer supervising.  Helmets MUST be worn at all times when jumping.
· No running or screaming in the barns or around horses that are mounted.
 STALLIONS ON THE PROPERTY

· Be aware of stallions on the property.  Keep your distance from their runs and stalls.  Do not let your horse come nose to nose with a stallion, or back your horse to them.  It is your responsibility to not agitate the stallions.  

· DO NOT pet the stallions, or approach their stalls/paddocks, as they will bite and be unpredictable.
